On Sunday [date/month] 2023 our church held a special ‘Souper Sunday’ service. Since 2010 the Church of Scotland has asked congregations to hold a Souper Sunday with a special service on the theme of HIV. This year in our service we heard about the need to continue to work raise awareness and join the fight against HIV. Following the service we shared a community lunch of soup and bread, and people were invited to make a donation to benefit the vital work of the Church of Scotland HIV Programme.
In the service we heard about the continued importance of combatting HIV in the face of less interest or even apathy. The effects of Covid-19, global heating, and impact of increased cost-of-living are real, but it does not mean that society or politicians should neglect the other great challenges of our age. There are people around the world suffering right now because they do not have access to reliable supplies of cheap and effective medication. According to the United Nations Programme on HIV and AIDS, 4,000 people become infected with HIV every day. In 2021, 650,000 people died of HIV-related causes. The good progress that was being made on combatting HIV prior to the Covid-19 pandemic is now threatened with cuts to public health and international aid programmes around the world.
Please use your voice in Parliament, in the media and in society to ensure that people are aware that HIV is still a major public health threat around the world, and that the Church of Scotland is determined to keep HIV in the minds and prayers of our members. I would also like to ask you to write to the UK Government to urge that UK investment on HIV-related measures needs to be maintained and increased.
